Troparion (Tone 4): Princes of the heavenly hosts, * we, though unworthy,
beg you * to encircle us through your prayers * under the shelter of the
wings of your spiritual glory. * Guard us as we come to you and sincerely
cry: * “Deliver us from dangers, * O princes of the powers on high!”

Now and for
ever and ever. Amen.

It was
declared at first through the Lord, and it was attested to us by those who
heard him, while God added his testimony by signs and wonders and
various miracles, and by gifts of the Holy Spirit, distributed according
to his will. Now God did not subject the coming world, about which we
are speaking, to angels. But someone has testified somewhere, “‘What are
human beings that you are mindful of them, or mortals, that you care for
them? You have made them for a little while lower than the angels; you
have crowned them with glory and honour, subjecting all things under
their feet’ Now in subjecting all things to them, God left nothing outside
their control. As it is, we do not yet see everything in subjection to them,
but we do see Jesus, who for a little while was made lower than the angels,
