Alleluia (Tone 6): 
verse: Blessed is the man who fears the Lord; he shall delight exceedingly in His commandments (Ps 111:1).
verse: His posterity shall be mighty upon the earth (Ps 111:2).
Gospel: (Lk 6:17-23): At that time Jesus came down and stood on a level place, with a great crowd of his disciples and a great multitude of people from all Judea, Jerusalem, and the coast of Tyre and Sidon. They had come to hear him and to be healed of their diseases; and those who were troubled with unclean spirits were cured.
