Lesson: Christ the true God the light of the world has trampled death!

Who does life come from? God of course! God is the creator of everything and He
gives each living thing its life. Jesus Christ Our Lord is God, so we know that through
Him everything has life. Let’s name some things that get life from God....

What does the Gospel call Jesus? The light shining in the darkness! What do you think
that means? Sin and death are the darkness and Jesus brings light into the world so that
people can open their eyes to God and follow Jesus - then sin and death disappear.

- object lesson - using a flashlight in a darkened room. Tape pictures of the good
things that God creates taped around the room — eg. people, friends, church, flowers,
animals, prayer, sun etc. Shine the light on each picture and explain to the children
how we didn’t see these things until we shone the flashlight on them. This is how
Jesus helps us experience goodness and life instead of sin and death. He shines a light
on the truth!

When Jesus died, He entered Hades, the place of the dead, and rescued people, even
Adam and Eve, from death! We can see this on the Icon called “The Descent into
Hades.” Jesus is pulling Adam and Eve and all the saints out from death. This is why
over and over again we sing out “Christ is Risen from the Dead, Trampling Death by
Death and to those in the Tombs giving life! Xpucroc Bockpec i3 cMEPTBUX, CMEPTIO,
CMEpPTh MOJI0JIaB, 1 TUM IO Y Tpobax xkuTTs napyBaB!” We know that Jesus who is the
Son of God has given us eternal life and we want to tell the world!”
