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Scriptures; He ascended into heaven and is seated at the right hand of the
Father. He will come again in glory to judge the living and the dead, and His
kingdom will have no end. I believe in the Holy Spirit, the Lord, the giver of life,
who proceeds from the Father. With the Father and the Son, He is worshipped
and glorified. He has spoken through the Prophets. I believe in one, holy,
catholic and apostolic Church. I acknowledge one baptism for the forgiveness of
sins. I look for the resurrection of the dead, and the life of the world to come.
Amen.

9. End of Rosary

immaculate Mother of our God. More honourable than the cherubim and by far
more glorious than the seraphim; ever a virgin, you gave birth to God the Word,
O true Mother of God, we magnify you.

WE FLEE to the shelter of your mercy, O Virgin Mother of God. Do not reject our
prayers of anguish, but free us from tribulations, O only pure and blessed one.
Most glorious, ever-virgin, Mother of God, receive our prayers and bring them to
your Son and our God, that through you, He may save our souls.
