Troparion, Tone 5: Let us the faithful acclaim and worship 
the Word,* co-eternal with the Father and the Spirit,* and born 
of the Virgin for our salvaFon.* For He willed to be liHed up on 
the cross in the flesh, to suffer death* and to raise the dead by 
His glorious resurrecFon. 

Troparion, Tone 4: Your NaFvity, O Christ our God,* made 
the light of knowledge dawn on the world:* through it, those who 
worshipped the stars were taught by a star* to worship You, the 
Sun of Righteousness,* and to know that You, the Dawn from on 
the high.* Glory to You, O Lord.

Epistle: Galatians 1:11-19 (NRSV) 

Brothers and Sisters, for I want you to know, brothers and sisters, 
that the gospel that was proclaimed by me is not of human origin; 
for I did not receive it from a human source, nor was I taught it, 
but I received it through a revelaFon of Jesus Christ. 

You have heard, no doubt, of my earlier life in Judaism. I was 
violently persecuFng the church of God and was trying to destroy 
it. I advanced in Judaism beyond many among my people of the 
same age, for I was far more zealous for the tradiFons of my 
ancestors. But when God, who had set me apart before I was 
born and called me through his grace, was pleased to reveal his 
Son to me, so that I might proclaim him among the GenFles, I did 
not confer with any human being, nor did I go up to Jerusalem to 
those who were already apostles before me, but I went away at 
once into Arabia, and aHerwards I returned to Damascus. 

Then aHer three years I did go up to Jerusalem to visit Cephas and 
stayed with him fiHeen days; but I did not see any other apostle 
except James the Lord’s brother.

Gospel: Matthew 2:13-23 (NRSV) 

When the wise men had leD,, an angel of the Lord appeared to 
Joseph in a dream and said, “Get up, take the child and his 
mother, and flee to Egypt, and remain there unFl I tell you; for 
Herod is about to search for the child, to destroy him.” Then 
Joseph got up, took the child and his mother by night, and went 
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to Egypt, and remained there unFl the death of Herod. This was 
to fulfill what had been spoken by the Lord through the 
prophet, “Out of Egypt I have called my son.” 

When Herod saw that he had been tricked by the wise men, he 
was infuriated, and he sent and killed all the children in and 
around Bethlehem who were two years old or under, according 
to the Fme that he had learned from the wise men. Then was 
fulfilled what had been spoken through the prophet Jeremiah: 

“A voice was heard in Ramah, wailing and loud lamentaFon, 
Rachel weeping for her children; she refused to be consoled, 
because they are no more.” 

When Herod died, an angel of the Lord suddenly appeared in a 
dream to Joseph in Egypt and said, “Get up, take the child and 
his mother, and go to the land of Israel, for those who were 
seeking the child’s life are dead.” Then Joseph got up, took the 
child and his mother, and went to the land of Israel. But when 
he heard that Archelaus was ruling over Judea in place of his 
father Herod, he was afraid to go 
there. And aHer being warned in 
a dream, he went away to the 
district of Galilee. There he made 
his home in a town called 
Nazareth, so that what had been 
spoken through the prophets 
might be fulfilled, “He will be 
called a Nazorean.”
