Brethren (brothers and sisters): By faith
Abraham stayed for a time in the land he had
been promised, as in a foreign land, living in
tents, as did Isaac and Jacob, who were heirs
with him of the same promise.

Abraham stands out as
the man of faith par excellence. He kept faith when the Lord
called him to leave his homeland to roam around Canaan like
a nomad and to sacrifice his son as a holocaust. Sarah
overcame doubts with faith, believing that God could
reverse the barrenness of her womb with the blessing of a
son. Isaac and Jacob blessed their sons and gave them
visions of the future. Joseph peered into the future by faith,
foreseeing the Exodus and the transfer of his bones out of
Egypt.

forward to the city that has foundations,
whose architect and builder is God. By faith
Abraham?, when put to the test, offered up
Isaac. He who had received the promises was
ready to offer up his only son, of whom he
had been told, “It is through lIsaac that
descendants shall be named for you.” He
considered the fact that God is able even to
raise someone from the dead—and
figuratively speaking, he did receive him
back.

By faith Isaac invoked blessings for the future
on Jacob and Esau.

By faith Jacob, when dying, blessed each of
the sons of Joseph, “bowing in worship over
the top of his staff.”

By faith Joseph, at the end of his life, made
mention of the exodus of the Israelites and
gave instructions about his burial.

By faith Moses was hidden by his parents for
three months after his birth, because they
saw that the child was beautiful; and they
were not afraid of the king’s edict.

And what more should | say? For time would
fail me to tell of Gideon, Barak, Samson,
Jephthah, of David and Samuel and the
prophets’—who through faith conquered
kingdoms, administered justice, obtained
promises, shut the mouths of lions, quenched
raging fire, escaped the edge of the sword,
won strength out of weakness, became
mighty in war, put foreign armies to flight.
Women received their dead by resurrection.

2The faithful judges, kings, prophets and martyrs. In addition
to those already mentioned allusion is made to others:
Daniel stopped the mouths of lions, Shadrach, Meshach and
Abednego stood unharmed while the fire dance around
them. The widow of Zarephath and the Shunammite woman
received their children back from the dead; the Maccabean
martyrs were tortured as they professed faith in the
resurrection; the priest Zechariah was stoned in the Temple;
the prophet Isaiah was sawn in two; and the prophet Elijah
wore animal skins.



Others were tortured, refusing to accept
release, in order to obtain a better
resurrection. Others suffered mocking and
flogging, and even chains and imprisonment.
They were stoned to death, they were sawn
in two, they were killed by the sword; they
went about in skins of sheep and goats,
destitute, persecuted, tormented— of whom
the world was not worthy. They wandered in
deserts and mountains, and in caves and
holes in the ground.

Yet all these, though they were commended
for their faith, did not receive what was
promised, since God had provided something
better so that they would not, apart from us,
be made perfect.

And David was the father of Solomon by the

later swore a covenant oath that David would always have a
dynastic heir.

5 The inclusion of women in a Jewish genealogy is unusual
but not unprecedented. Gentile blood within Jesus’ lineage
anticipates the international scope of the gospel for men and
women of all nations.



Now the birth of Jesus Christ took place in this
way. When his mother Mary had been
betrothed to Joseph, before they came
together, she was found to be with child from
the Holy Spirit; and her husband Joseph,
being a righteous man and unwilling to
expose her to public disgrace, planned to
dismiss her quietly. But just when he had
resolved to do this, an angel of the Lord
appeared to him in a dream and said,
“Joseph, son of David, do not be afraid to take
Mary your wife, for the child conceived in her
is of the Holy Spirit. She will bear a son, and
you shall call his name Jesus, for he will save
his people from their sins.” All this took place
to fulfil what had been spoken by the Lord
through the prophet: “Behold, the virgin shall
conceive and bear a son, and his name shall
be called Emmanuel,” which means, “God
with us.” When Joseph awoke from sleep, he
did as the angel of the Lord commanded him;
he took his wife but knew her not until she
had borne a son; and he called his name
Jesus.

CHRISTMAS PASTORAL
LETTER OF HIS BEATITUDE
SVIATOSLAV

Most Reverend Archbishops and
Metropolitans, God-loving Bishops, Very
Reverend Clergy, Venerable Monastics,

Dearly Beloved Brothers and Sisters,
in Ukraine and throughout the world

Therefore, the Lord himself will give you

a sign. Behold, the virgin shall conceive and
bear a son, and shall call his name
Immanuel. (Is. 7:14)

Christ is born! Glorify Him!

Beloved in Christ!

In this time of war, we, the Ukrainian people
need a sign, a sign of hope—that God is with
us, that God’s life-giving power is stronger
than the deadly power of the enemy fighting
against us. Inthe Holy Scriptures, the birth



of a child is a sign of hope from God! Today
throughout the world the Church proclaims:
“But as he [Joseph] considered these things,
behold, an angel of the Lord appeared to him
in adream, saying, ‘Joseph, son of David,
do not fear to take Mary as your wife, for that
which is conceived in her is from the Holy
Spirit... She will bear a son, and you shall call
his name Jesus, for he will save his people
from their sins.” All this took place to fulfil
what the Lord had spoken by the prophet:
‘Behold, the virgin shall conceive and bear
a son, and they shall call his name Immanuel’
(which means, God with us)” (Mt. 1:20, 22—
23).

Isaiah  prophesied about Christ: “For
to us a Child is born, to us a Son is given; and
the government shall be upon his shoulder,
and his name shall be called Wonderful
Counselor, Mighty God, Everlasting Father,
Prince of Peace” (Is. 9:6). As often happens
with God’s promises, the fulfillment of the
prophecy exceeds all human expectations
because the Child that is born isnot just
an ordinary human child but the Son of God!
He is the living God present among us. What
isnow being sent to mankind isnot only
asign and symbol of hope— the Lord
Himself comes to ensure and fulfill this hope.
He comes as a baby in whom is God’s power
and might, God’s authentic peace for all
humanity, and for Ukraine in particular. The
eternal God becomes man, one of us, for all
time. So indeed, God is with us!

Angels rejoice in heaven, and people exalt
today, and all creatures leap with joy
because of the birth of the Lord Saviour
in Bethlehem; for all deceit of idolatry has
ceased, and Christ reigns forever.

We must live with the hope of Christ,
overcoming all challenges and trials. Even
when it seems to us that the world around
us is collapsing, when the enemy’s deceitful
propaganda suggests to usthat we have
no future, we still hope against hope —
because God is with us! The Holy Apostle
Paul reminds us: “Jesus Christ is the same
yesterday and today and forever” (Heb. 13:8).
If we have Christ, we have a future that
no one can take away from us.

The Almighty God comes into the world even
now, this year, in His Nativity, inthe body
of a defenseless, weak child, to dispel fear
before the strong and powerful of this world.
God does not force anyone to anything but
captivates us with his beauty and light, joy
and peace. He appears to us today as a weak
and vulnerable baby so that we accept Him,
love Him, and tenderly embrace Him—
embrace the One who envelops us with His
love. How wondrous are God’s plans! The
Ruler of the world, the Prince of Peace is the
Child of God! So, inthe Nativity of Christ,
we can already see today that our future is not
to be feared—it  is full  of peace, joy,
tenderness, grace, and love, as we sing in the
carol:

And the bright star cries out to the world:
The Messiah brings joy and happiness!
To Bethlehem hasten all of you now,
To welcome God in a poor cave!

God makes Himself dependent on people.
He becomes a child so that we, taking up the
mission of Mary, His Mother, and Joseph the
Betrothed, protect Him from all dangers, all
the Herod’s of this world.

We feel the same responsibility today
regarding the children of the war in Ukraine.
This is the most vulnerable segment of our



society, and the trauma of war in children
isthe most complex. There are millions
of women and children among Ukrainian
refugees and internally displaced persons.
Among the various types of humanitarian
crises are the education and upbringing
of children under the constant threat
of rockets and bombs, poorly implemented
school programs, stolen years of childhood
innocence, and freedom from worry. We will
protect our children in every way available
to us! At the same time, let us remember that
their spiritual wounds are healed in love, both
in their family and inthe family of God’s
children—in the Church of Christ. Let our
church communities be a safe space for
children, free from all forms of violence and
contempt for human life, because to accept
achild inthe name of God is to accept the
newborn Christ.

Dreaming of a bright future for our children,
we must understand that for our people true
victory is not only the liberation of territories
and secured borders. Winning the war means
creating a safe spiritual space of hope for the
Ukrainian family, unafraid to give birth
to children in their native land.
